GROUP VINEYARD MANAGER’S REPORT

With the summer behind us now the temperatures become slightly cooler as the daylight hours slowly decrease. This is what
Coonawarra is famous for, producing quality fruit that ripens slowly over mild days and extended cooler nights. Combined
with our fertile soils the long cool nights and mild days are responsible for the intense flavours that our wines are recognised
for around the world.

Early Autumn prior to harvest we are busy in the vineyard removing frost protection sprinklers, carrying out final trellis
maintenance tasks and readying the equipment we require for harvesting.

As far as vintages go it was relatively a slow and steady one at the beginning but picked up pace towards the end. The
weather was reasonably kind with only a little rain but we had several heavy fog mornings. White varieties were harvest first
in early April with red varieties following mid-April.

With harvest finished now the vineyard clean up is on. All machinery used will be stripped and cleaned and required
maintenance carried out, grape bins and trailers are stored away, tractors washed and cleaned ready for their next task.
There will be some trellis and irrigation repairs as a result of the mechanical harvesters passing over them and some areas
will require slashing.

Generally in Coonawarra we have the season opening rains in late April early May and there is a lot to now be done before
we begin the new cycle with winter pruning. Looking out into the vineyard you can see the leaves have turned or are turning
more every day from green to beautiful autumn tones and are beginning to fall so it won’t be long now before winter is upon
us.
