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2009 POOLED HARVEST SUMMARY
The 2009 District weighted average prices (DWAP) have been released by the Phyllorexa Board 2009, 
stating the grape prices for the 2008 vintage confirming $941,862 in proceeds from 1247 tonnes of grapes 
sold from the managed growers’ pool. We experienced another decrease in grape prices which is extremely 
disappointing but symptomatic of the difficult conditions faced by the wine industry. These proceeds will be 
distributed to growers in November 2009. Tonnages were down on last year as a result of unusual weather 
affecting bud set and a late heat wave impacted on the ripening of the grapes.The table below details the 
year on year DWAP and final summary of the 2009 harvest.

GRAPE DISTRIBUTIONS
Grape distributions will take place in November 2009 and it is estimated that $563.74 per grower unit will be 
distributed subject to actual collections and other baume adjustments or recoverable costs. 

2009 BUD BURST
Bud burst has occurred in all blocks of chardonnay and merlot. Shiraz blocks are in early burst mode and the 
cabernet sauvignon will soon follow. Frost season is now well upon us and the vineyard staff have been flat 
out installing frost upgrades and repairs to the frost system to ensure that the vineyard is well prepared to 
handle severe frost events that are prone to the Coonawarra region.
